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POSTING NOTE

Boundary line posting consists of placing steel posts 1nterv151b1y
along and within one foot of the true line with a Forest Service sign
attached indicating the location of National Forest Land. True line was
established between corners by direct sighting or by calculated offsets
from a random traverse.

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NARRATIVE

This survey was performed at the request of the Umatilla National
Forest, U.S. Dept. of Agriculture, for the purpose of locating and
marking a portion of the corners and lines of Umatilla National Forest
Lands.

A thorough, but unsuccessful, search was conducted for evidence of
the original 1/4 corner. The 1/4 corner was restored by survey at its
proportionate position along the line between the NE and NW corners of
Section 7, T6S, R33E as shown.

The relative positions of the section corners shown was determined
by a field survey utilizing closed traverse and redundant tie survey
methods.

Note that the location of the existing fence is not shown to scale
on this drawing.
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
