REVIEWED THE DEEDS FOR EACH PARCEL AND FOUND NO SPECIFIC REGULAR ACCESS EASEMENTS TO THESE PARCELS,
NOR DOES THE PROPERTY MAKE CONTACT WITH A PUBLIC ROAD OR RIGHT-OF-WAY. MR, NEWMAN ASK FOR US TO
LOCATE THE MOST SOUTHERLY PROPERTY LINE OF TAX LOT 900 OF TAX MAP 4N2822B. WE SEARCHED FOR THIS
MONUMENT BUT DID NOT RECOVER IT, WE DID RECOVER THE NORTHERN BOUNDARY MONUMENTS AS SHOWN AND
CALCULATED THE SOUTHERN CORNER AS SHOWN. ADDITIONALLY MR. NEWMAN INQUIRED ABOUT THE AREA NEAR THE
SOUTHWEST CORNER OF THIS PARCEL, MORE PARTICULARLY THAT ARE BETWEEN THE HIGHWAY RIGHT-OF-WAY AND
THE RAIL ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY. T HAD GOOD DATA (MAPS) TO SHOW THE RAIL ROAD RIGHT-OF-WAY AS SHOWN
HOWEVER AFTER MUCH RESEARCH AND REQUESTS FROM THE HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT I WAS UNABLE TO LOCATE ANY
